The outdoor seating area at the front of the property faces 

south and overlooks open countryside. At the rear there is a 

small yard where the inverter and battery for the solar power 

are housed. There is also access to the back lane which runs 

the length of the terrace and serves all properties. 

 

On the opposite side of the lane and slightly offset from the 

cottage there is parking for a vehicle and steps down to the 

garden area.
