The Property
A 1930's three-bedroom semi-detached house that has been

thoughtfully extended and modernised, situated on the
popular Norreys Road just a mile from Didcot Parkway train
station.

The property has been extended to the side and rear, creating

a spacious and versatile layout. The side extension provides
an additional reception room, a separate utility area and a
generous principal bedroom. To the rear, the ground floor has
been extended to create an excellent open-plan
kitchen/dining space featuring exposed beams and double

doors opening onto the east-facing garden, allowing plenty of
natural morning light.

Both the kitchen and bathrooms have been stylishly updated,

blending modern finishes with the character of a traditional
1930s home.

Upstairs, the property comprises three generously sized
bedrooms, all served by a contemporary family bathroom.

Outside, the home features a private, low-maintenance rear
garden, complete with a patio seating area and additional
garden space.

The Location
Didcot offers comprehensive leisure and sporting facilities for all

ages and has a shopping complex which opened in 2005

named the Orchard Centre with multiplex cinema Cornerstone

art centre and various cafes and restaurants. Didcot has

excellent road links to the A34 which in turn lead to the M40 in

the north and the M4 in the south. There is also an excellent

mainline train service into London Paddington from Didcot

Parkway (approx. 40 minutes).
