Description
Available for the first time on the open market the property 
has been a much-loved family home for decades and 
boasts charming beautifully maintained garden grounds 
and a single lock-up garage.  

Though well preserved the property would now benefit 
from a degree of modernisation in places and offers a 
superb opportunity to create an individually styled family 
home in the heart of Corstorphine, with excellent potential 
to extend further.  

The  ground floor accommodation briefly comprises: 
entrance vestibule with intricate tiled floor, main hallway 
with stair to the upper level and convenient downstairs 
WC off, generously proportioned reception/dining room 
which is brimming with character and features ornate 
cornice work and an attractive focal fireplace,  versatile 
dining/family room which is spacious enough to be used 
as a further downstairs double bedroom if required, well equipped kitchen which has been fitted 
with a variety of base and wall mounted units, complete with splash tiling, coordinated wipe-clean 
worktops and a window looking out to the rear garden, a useful sun room/utility, and convenient 
dual facing downstairs double bedroom.   

On the upper floor a light filled hallway with skylight benefits from an abundance of built-in storage 
and leads to two good sized double bedrooms and a large family bathroom with high quality three 
piece white suite, tiling to walls and separate shower enclosure.

Gardens and Parking
To the front of the house is a delightful intricate hedgerow, 
a feature of the area for many years and framed by a stone 
wall with wrought iron railings.   To the rear you have a 
spectacular west facing private garden which has a lovely 
open feel and includes areas of lawn, well stocked planted 
beds, beautiful mature trees and paved seating area.  The 
garden is extensive enough to allow for a substantial 
extension (subject to consents) whilst still retaining a large 
mature garden.  A single garage is located just around the 
corner and provides excellent off-street parking/overspill 
storage.
