Superbly presented, this most attractive three storey 
Town House offers an exciting opportunity to purchase 
a modern ‘take’ on the classic Town House. The property 
enjoys a central yet wonderfully discreet position and 
offers superb, modern living set over three floors which 
boasts three generous double bedrooms, two bathrooms, 
living room, fitted family kitchen dining room and a ground 
floor cloakroom. Outside a most attractive garden is filled 
with colour and scent whilst we find allocated off-road 
parking. Offered with No Onward Chain, early viewing 
is essential to appreciate the space and location on offer.

Property
Entering the property via the front door we are welcomed by the entrance hall where we find our stairs rising to the first floor and the ground floor 
cloakroom. To our right a door opens into the living room. This generous room offers the perfect spot for entertaining and family living alike, with 
a large sash window looking to the front aspect, an understairs cupboard offers excellent storage and from here French doors open into the kitchen 
dining room allowing the two rooms to flow as one. The kitchen offers an exceptional space for dining and family life, a range of attractive wall 
and base units contrast against the work surfaces. The sink is set below a window looking onto the garden and French doors open to the garden. 
A fitted oven and gas hob feature whilst space is made for the washing machine and fridge freezer. Climbing the stairs to the first floor landing we 
find the first two substantial double bedrooms which both enjoy two sash style windows which fill the rooms with natural light. The family bathroom 
is found on this floor and is fitted with an attractive white suite. A second staircase rises to the second floor landing where we find a shower room 
and the impressive master bedroom/dressing room. This superb room enjoys two velux style roof windows to the front aspect and a window to the 
rear looking over the gardens, this room offers the potential to split and create two smaller rooms if needed. This completes the accommodation.







Outside
From Broad Street we enter Saxon Place via the block-paved driveway that leads to the shared parking area for Saxon Place. As we approach number 3 
we pass the attractive front garden whilst a path leads us to the front door. At the rear, the kitchen dining room opens via French doors to the delightful 
enclosed garden space. The garden is laid to Chelsea set paving and filled with colour and scent from various planted shrubs, perennial plants and flowers. 
Timber fencing encloses the space and a timber shed is in situ. A gate opens to the rear where the passageway gives access to all of the properties.

Location
This superb family home is discreetly located in heart of the charming Norfolk/Suffolk border Town of Bungay in the Waveney Valley. Bungay. Bungay offers 
a good range of all the necessary amenities and shops, schools, antique shops, restaurants, The Fisher Theatre (now showing films) and leisure facilities 
including indoor swimming pool and golf club. The Cathedral City of Norwich is about 30 mins drive to the North and has a mainline train link to London 
Liverpool Street (1hr 54mins). Diss provides another mainline link to London and is 19 miles distance. The unspoilt heritage coastline of Suffolk with the lovely 
beaches of Southwold and Walberswick are a short distance away.
