Upstairs, four well-proportioned bedrooms await, including a

spacious principal suite enjoying uninterrupted views

stretching down the garden and across the open fields

beyond.

A covered carport links the main house to a double garage,

which in turn gives access to two additional rooms – one

previously used as a fifth bedroom, the other a workshop.

The southern end of this wing, a lovely garden room,

currently enjoyed as an artist’s studio, provides a peaceful,

light-filled space ideal for creativity or quiet retreat.

A cellar beneath the main house offers valuable extra

storage or potential for a wine store.

The grounds are as adaptable as they are generous, with

formal gardens surrounding the house.
