The Property
Boasting approximately 676 square feet of living space

internally, the property features immaculate living

space set across two floors and with excellent built-in

storage in both bedrooms.

There is an entrance hall with stairs rising to the first

floor, a sitting room, and to the rear a contemporary

open-plan kitchen/diner with glazed doors leading out

onto the rear gardens. There is also a downstairs WC

and a useful pantry. On the first floor, there are two

good-sized double bedrooms, both with in-built

wardrobes, and an immaculate family bathroom.

The Outside
The property occupies a peaceful position with low-

maintenance front gardens and a private driveway to

the right-hand side with off-road parking for two

vehicles.

The rear gardens are full of afternoon sun, lawned with

a patio terrace to the immediate rear of the kitchen, and

an open aspect across open countryside to the rear.

The village boasts a close-knit community and a wide

array of amenities, including a Co-Op, doctor's surgery,

dental practice, chemist, veterinary clinic, leisure

centre, and library. There are also several independent

shops, coffee shops, pubs, and eateries. Access to

miles away.
