The Property
A four bedroom family home, improved and extended, within

minutes walk of Bicester North Station and convenient to the
town centre. No onward chain. This exceptional semi-
detached house offers 1650 sq ft of accommodation, plus an
excellent garden room. The ground floor has a super open
plan living with a kitchen/dining/living room having bi-fold

doors to the rear garden and a wood burner. Additionally on
the ground floor there is a cloakroom and ample storage. The
upper floors offer four proper bedrooms with the master
bedroom being on the top floor with an ensuite bathroom. The
front garden is set aside for parking with the rear garden

being principally laid to lawn. There is a super garden room
(18ft 10 x 14ft 4). Viewing highly recommended.

MATERIAL INFORMATION

A traditionally constructed semi detached house with later
extensions, originally believed to date from the 1950's. Mains
water, drainage, electricity and gas are connected. Gas fired
central heating to radiators. Broadband - Ofcom predicts that
all broadband speeds up to and including ultra fast are

available. Mobile phone coverage - Ofcom predicts likely
availability as follows - good outdoor and in home for EE, 02
and Vodafone, Three good in home variable outdoor.
Properties built pre-2000 may contain asbestos in certain
materials used in their construction or in subsequent building

work. Examples of these materials are; Artex, vinyl tiles, sheet
boards, corrugated roofing, pipework and lagging/insulation.
These are generally considered safe unless disturbed but
prospective buyers must take their own advice. We have
noted the presence of Artex but, as no survey has been

carried out, we cannot comment in respect of asbestos
potentially elsewhere.
