 The ground floor is arranged around a spacious living 
room and separate fitted kitchen. An entrance hall 
provides stairs to the first floor with useful under-stair 
storage. The living room is bright and welcoming, 
featuring wood-effect flooring, neutral décor, a wood-
burning stove, sliding patio doors opening onto the rear 
garden. The kitchen is fitted with white shaker-style units, 
wood-effect worktops, tiled splashbacks, and space for a 
range of appliances, with a front-facing window allowing 
plenty of natural light. 
The first floor comprises three bedrooms and a family 
bathroom accessed from a central landing with built-in 
storage cupboards. The principal bedroom is positioned to 
the front of the property, while the remaining bedrooms 
offer flexible accommodation suitable for children, guests, 
or home working. The bathroom is fitted with a white 
three-piece suite including a bath with shower over, wash 
hand basin, and WC. 
Externally, the property benefits from off-road parking via 
a private driveway, side access to the rear garden, and a 
lawned front garden with a covered entrance porch. The 
enclosed rear garden features a paved patio area, 
generous lawn, mature trees and shrubs, timber fencing, 
and a useful storage shed, creating an ideal outdoor space 
for families and entertaining.
