Situation: Sandford is a convenient and highly
favoured village nestled in the beautiful North
Somerset countryside. It is well served by local
facilities, including a pub, church, primary
school (www.sandfordprimary.org) which has
recently had an outstanding 'Ofsted' report, and
a village store with a cafe. Secondary schooling
is available at nearby Churchill Academy and
Sixth Form Centre (www.churchill.n-
somerset.sch.uk) which also benefits from a
modern sports complex. There are excellent
private schools available in the area at Bristol,
Wells, The Downs at Wraxall and the popular
Sidcot School, which is just a few minutes'
drive away. The countryside around is well
known for its beauty, with a host of country
activities available in the area including riding,
sailing, dry skiing, fishing and country walks. A
range of shopping facilities are available in
nearby Winscombe with more comprehensive
facilities available at Weston-super-Mare and
of course Bristol. Indeed, Sandford is within
commuting distance of the City of Bristol and
the seaside town of Weston-super-Mare and
there is access to the motorway network at
Clevedon (junction 20) and St. Georges
(junction 21). There is an international airport
at Lulsgate and access to a mainline railway
station at Yatton.
