DESCRIPTION

An impressive detached bungalow built in 1984 of brick
under a tiled roof. It is approached over a flagged path
from London Road and a tarmacadam drive from Grove
Crescent. Verona was designed to an individual and
exacting specification and extends to 1692 square feet
plus the detached double garage. The present owners
are only the second to have ever owned the bungalow
and it has been a much enjoyed home for the last 19
years since they took occupation.

Only upon internal inspection can the quality of the
accommodation be truly understood. In addition to the
excellent internal arrangement, there is a ample off road
parking to the rear and attractive beautifully landscaped
gardens to the South and West.

Internally the bungalow has numerous features of merit
including a large reception hall, superb 21’ 7” living room
with fireplace and sliding patio windows enjoying a
Southerly aspect of the gardens, dining room, quality
fitted kitchen/breakfast room, useful utility/shower room,
three double bedrooms, all with fitted wardrobes and a
refitted bathroom.

LOCATION & AMENITIES
Verona occupies a prominent position in the heart of
Woore village. Woore is a pleasant village situated
on the Shropshire/Cheshire borders. There is a post
office/general store, church, primary school, village
hall and public house. Its situation is most
convenient for daily travel to most important centres
of business and commerce.
