SITUATION
Winchcombe is an ancient Saxon town, beautifully situated
on the famous Cotswold Way, just 7 miles north-east of
Cheltenham. This location offers excellent connectivity
(approx .  2hrs  to  London Paddington by  t ra in  f rom
Cheltenham), with Broadway 8 miles and Gloucester 16 miles
away.
Nestled within the Cotswolds National Landscape (formerly
the AONB), the town features many listed properties. The
thriving community provides an excellent range of amenities,
including independent shops ,  supermarkets ,  pubs ,
restaurants, doctors/dental surgeries, and a library, plus a
primary and a secondary school.
A stone's throw from the town centre lies the magnificent
Sudeley Castle, a historic Tudor jewel and the final resting
place of Queen Katherine Parr. Residents and visitors alike
enjoy its ten award-winning gardens, including the stunning
Queens' Garden, and a year-round calendar of prestigious
events ranging from the magical 'Spectacle of Light' in winter
to summer outdoor theatre and artisan festivals.
The town's cultural and recreational life is further enhanced
by the Isbourne Arts Centre, a vibrant venue for music,
drama, and community events; and the Winchcombe Park,
which offers a Multi-Use Games Area (MUGA), a skate park,
an outdoor gym, and picnic areas, strengthening the local
community spirit.

Exuding a  sense of  space and l ight ,  the house has  a  welcoming entrance hal l ,  a  beaut i fu l ly  re f i t ted contemporary  k i tchen/breakfast  room with
breakfast bar and integrated appliances,  a bay-fronted sitt ing room and separate dining room, a further reception room to the rear ,  a conservatory
and a uti l ity room.
On the first f loor there is a principal bedroom with ensuite shower room, three further spacious bedrooms and a refitted family bathroom.
The annexe ,  which  forms the  or ig ina l  part  o f  the  property  and has  exposed stonework  and t imbers ,  mul l ion  windows and woodblock  f loor ing ,
comprises a sitting room, a kitchen and a bedroom with ensuite shower room.
Plentiful off  road parking is available on the driveway which leads to a substantial  garage and workshop.
The sunny gardens are of particular note and contain a great variety of mature plants and trees.
