Rolleston on Dove is known for its picturesque 
countryside and historic buildings, including the 
Grade II listed St. Mary's Church, which dates 
back to the 13th century. The village also offers a 
variety of local amenities, including shops and 2 
great pubs, making it a popular spot for both 
residents and visitors. Rolleston has a strong 
cricketing tradition, with Rolleston Cricket Club 
dating back to 1871. The village was once served 
by a railway station, which closed in 1949, but 
remnants of the railway can still be explored along 
the Jinnie Trail, a scenic walking route.
