- Victoria Park is home to internationally renowned festivals
including All Points East and LIDO, as well as boating lakes, sports
facilities and acres of green space. The People's Park Tavern sits
right on the edge of the park and is close enough to become one
of your locals.
- Hackney Wick is close by for canalside food and drinks, including
Barge East, CRATE Brewery, Silo and Grow, alongside independent
galleries and creative spaces.
- Transport is plentiful in this area, with excellent bus routes
nearby as well as Homerton and Hackney Wick stations. Both are
served by the Overground, with easy connections to the tube at
Stratford and Highbury & Islington.
