Tucked behind a well-kept walled front garden on a quiet residential street, this
charming home offers a real sense of privacy from the moment you arrive.

Step through your own front door and into the main living room—a bright, welcoming
space with a south-facing bay window. Plantation shutters let in just the right amount
of light while ensuring privacy, and the pink alcove shelving adds a playful contrast to
the otherwise neutral palette.

The adjacent double bedroom overlooks the garden and has plenty of room for
wardrobes, with the same pale engineered wood flooring that runs throughout the
home for a seamless finish.

At the end of the hallway, the kitchen/diner is arranged in an L-shape, fitted with
sleek high-gloss cabinetry, soft-touch access, and integrated appliances. A forest-
green tiled splashback adds a splash of colour, while downlighting provides ambience
when natural light from the side return isn’t enough. There’s ample room for a dining
table here, with doors opening onto the garden and access to the bathroom.

The garden itself begins with a sheltered wraparound terrace, perfect for alfresco
dining, before giving way to a neat lawn bordered by established planting and

enclosed with natural wooden fencing.

The bathroom is fully tiled in a stylish mix of soft greys and beiges, with a
contemporary suite including a bath and overhead shower, a heated towel rail,
bespoke storage, and two windows looking out to the garden.

A huge bonus is the cellar—accessed from the hallway—which provides generous and
highly practical storage, a real rarity in the city.

Location is everything, and here you'll find yourself effortlessly connected- just a
short 13-minute stroll to Leyton tube station, bus routes, and cycling paths, ensuring
seamless travel into the City and beyond. The Central line takes you to Stratford in 3
mins, Liverpool Street in 12 mins and the West End in 30 mins.
Equally, Westfield Stratford City has all your favourite brands under one roof, a 20-
screen cinema for movie buffs, and the Olympic Park is a short distance away,
providing the perfect opportunity for those who love running, walking or cycling in
nature.
There’s lots of green space nearby from small local parks to Wanstead Flats and
Hackney Marshes
