Description
A welcoming entrance hallway gives access to the main 
ground floor accommodation and includes a useful 
understairs cupboard. The bright and spacious lounge enjoys 
a front-facing aspect, complemented by a stylish electric 
stove and shutter blinds for a modern finish. The lounge 
flows seamlessly into the dining room, where French doors 
open directly onto the rear garden – perfect for family meals 
and entertaining. The modern kitchen is fitted with a range 
of integrated and freestanding white goods, along with 
partial tiling in splash areas and under-unit lighting, creating 
a practical and contemporary workspace. Upstairs, the first-
floor landing provides access to the partially floored attic via 
a Ramsay ladder. The principal bedroom is a generous rear-
facing double, while the second bedroom is another well-
sized double with a front aspect. Both rooms offer flexibility 
for freestanding furniture and varied layouts. The third 
bedroom is a spacious single with a handy storage cupboard, 
ideal as a child’s room or home study. The bathroom is 
finished with partial tiling and features a rain shower over the bath along with a heated towel rail.

Further benefits include gas central heating and double glazing throughout.

Externally, the property boasts a south-west facing rear 
garden with a pergola, wooden deck, tiled path, and 
chipstone section, creating an inviting outdoor space 
for relaxing or entertaining.

The front 
garden is attractively laid out with mature shrubs and low-
maintenance planting.
